Project-Based Assignment
Directions:  Complete one of the following projects based on Beowulf or The Canterbury Tales.  
1. Create an interactive website based on the text.  The website must:

a. Contribute to a unique and enlightened reading of the works.

b. Require down-loaders to apply knowledge or a contribution to the site.

c. Be artistically and aesthetically pleasing.

d. Able to be used as a study aid for future students who will read these texts.

2. Design an add campaign for a Film version of the story.  This must include:

a. Advertisements (posters, trailers, possible commercial…)

b. Cast list and description of actor’s roles.

c. Screen play of at least one full page of the text.  (This should be presented in a professional manner.)

d. Sales pitch: present your film campaign in hopes of selling this movie.

3. Create a literary magazine based on the topics discussed over the course of reading the texts. Which will include:
a. Photos, articles, interviews, and editorials all based on the texts.
b. An interesting cover page which highlights the stories to be presented.
c. A hard copy of your final and finished product.
d. Other elements found in magazines.
4. Create an Anglo-Saxon / Medieval Literature Instructional Video for classroom use.  This should include:
a. A well-developed sequence of information; this should have clear direction of where it is going and what it is presenting.

b. Interviews with local teachers and experts on the topic.

c. Relevant and biographical information as well as an original and insightful perspective on the stories we have read.

d. An accompanying soundtrack, so that you film is not all talking.  Include voice over and musical components.

e. Interesting and stimulating graphics and pictures.
